Now that you have bought your home here are some things you will need to do:

· Arrange for a Lawyer for closing
· Arrange for insurance on my new home for closing

· Arrange for movers

· Arrange for elevator service for moving day if I have bought a condo

· Contact condominium association and notify of my new residency status

· Contact utility companies and notify them of my occupancy date

· Contact phone, internet and cable services and arrange hook-ups

· Do change of address with post office and my contacts, family and friends
· Contact schools and register if necessary
· Change address on vehicle registration and driver’s license

· Arrange for TIPP payment program for taxes if available or desired

· Arrange for any repairs/maintenance to be done as per my home inspection

· Do necessary items on Seller Check List if I have Sold a home or condo
