Seller Check List
Now that you have sold your home here are some things you will need to do:

· Arrange for a Lawyer for closing
· Ensure that I have my Real Property Report with Municipal Compliance
· Arrange for movers

· Arrange for elevator service for moving day if I have sold a condo

· Contact condominium association and notify of my new residency status

· Contact utility companies and notify them of the occupancy date

· Contact phone, internet and cable services to notify of the occupancy date
· Do change of address with post office and my contacts, family and friends
· Change address on vehicle registration and driver’s license if necessary
· Ensure I attend to any repairs or maintenance items required by my sales contract

· Ensure my property is clean and in the condition in which I would like to move into it

· Do necessary items on Buyer Check List if I have bought a new home or condo
Please note that the items above are merely suggestions for some of the most common items that need to be attended during a move and do not necessarily constitute an exhaustive list.  It may be that you need to do more or less than the above.  Please do not rely solely on the list provided here.
